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Installation 

Download the DataRhino setup file from www.lytecube.com/datarhino 
Refer to System Requirements before launching the installer 
Follow the onscreen instructions to complete installation 

Using DataRhino 

Launching DataRhino 
Double click on the DataRhino icon on the desktop to launch the application. You can also launch 

the application from the start menu. 

DataRhino Home Screen 
When you launch DataRhino you will see  the Home Screen. 

The home screen allows you to manage your database connections. 
The top menu actions will be disabled until you successfully 
connect to a database. 

Connecting to a database 
Click on database connections in the home screen to open 

connection manager. You can select a saved connection setting or 
create a new one by filling in information. 

Creating a new database connection 
When the connection manager is first launched you can create a 
new connection by filling in the following parameters. 
 
Connection Name:   A descriptive name for reference 
Username:   The username to be used for this connection 
Password:   The secure password for this connection 
Database Type:   Select the database type from the dropdown 

- Or  you can type the name of the driver class to be used 
- Example: org.apache.jdbc.Driver 

JDBC URL:  The connection string to be used for this connection 
 
Click on ‘Save & Connect’ to save the connection information and 
try connecting to the database. 
 

Using a saved connection setting 
Select a saved connection name from the list on the left, the saved 
information will be displayed in the connection information, click 

 
 
 

 



on ‘Connect’ to use the settings and connect to the database. 

Testing the connection 
You can test a saved connection by selecting a saved connection 
setting from the list and clicking on ‘Test Connection’ 
 

Disconnecting from a database 
If you are already connected to a database, you will see a 
disconnect button at the bottom. Click on ‘Disconnect’ to close the 
connection. 

Browsing Table Information 

The ‘Tables’ menu item in the top menu will be enabled after you successfully connect to a 
database. 

Opening a Table 
Click on the ‘Open Table’ button to view a list of visible tables. Select a table name to open and 

browse information in the table. 

Browsing Records 
When you open a table you will see a spreadsheet like view of 

record information. You can view a detailed view of a record by 
selecting (left click) a row of interest and then choosing ‘View Record’ 
from the context menu by right clicking on the highlighted row. 

Quick Find 
You can quickly search for records containing certain text or 

numbers by typing in the quick find box at the top of the window. 
Pressing ‘Enter’ or the magnifying glass icon will filter matching 
records and display them in the spreadsheet view. 

 
 

 

Advanced Search 
You can build more sophisticated search criteria by clicking on the search button at the bottom of the 
pane. This will open the search wizard where you can specify multiple matching conditions to search for. 

Visual Query and Data Analysis 
The visual explorer allows you to navigate through table information with visual cues.  

Visual Query 
The ‘Visual Query’ menu item in the top menu will be enabled after you successfully connect to a 

database. Clicking on the ‘Visual Query’ button will ask you to select a table to visualize, you will then be 
asked to choose a column to be used as the source of visualization. Tip: Choose a column that can be 



used to group records into categories. The visual is similar to a bubble chart used to visualize large 
record sets. 

 
 Each bubble represents a group of records for a category. The size of 
the bubble is a indicator of the number of records in a group. Click on 
a bubble to select a specific category of interest. 

 

Searching for patterns 
You can search for commonly occuring text patterns in a selected 
group by checking the ‘Check For Patterns’ checkbox on the top after 
selecting a bubble/group of interest. You can restrict the pattern 
search to certain columns by selecting a column from the drop down 
menu. 
 
Clicking this checkbox will bring up the ‘pattern cloud’ which will be 
overlaid on the bubble chart visual.  
 
You can further fine tune the search by changing the relevance 
(minimum number of occurrences) and the size (minimum size of the 
word) sliders. 
 

Viewing Records for a pattern 
You can open a spreadsheet of records that match a particular 
pattern or word by clicking on the word. 
 

 
 
 

 

Reports Designer 
The ‘Reports’ menu item in the top menu will be enabled after you successfully connect to a 

database. You can create a new report by clicking on ‘Create Report’ button. You can open a saved 
report by clicking on ‘Open Report’  button, A saved report will fetch the most recent record information 
from the database. 

 

Creating a Report 
The report designer has a large preview area in the 

center which is split into three panes. 
 

• A report header preview area at the top  
• Columns preview area in the middle  
• A report footer preview area at the bottom  

On the right side you will see a bunch of buttons for 
changing the report parameters. Each button 
corresponds to the report panel it is placed next to. For 

 
 
 



instance the first button will launch the report header 
properties wizard, the next one is the column properties 
and so on. 
 
The columns preview area shows report data, where 
each row corresponds to a record in the table. If you 
have records in the table, you will see that by default all 
fields in the record are selected for display. 
 
Note: This is just a preview and the actual report may 
span across multiple pages  

 

 

Headers & footers  
Clicking on the headers icon will bring up the header 

properties. The header will be printed at the start of 
every new page. You can specify a text message and a 
few font properties.  
 

Column Properties 
Use column properties to specify display attributes of 

columns, and to choose what fields in the record should 
be displayed and what should be hidden. Click the 
column properties icon to bring up the column 
properties window. The following properties can be set 
for every column. 

 
Column Width: Text larger than the specified width 

will be truncated.  
Font, color and size: The font properties to be used 

for this column  
Modifiers: Changes the appearance of a field  
Subtotals: Calculate and print subtotals for a column, 

Applicable only to numeric and decimal fields  
Visibility: Specifies whether a field should be 

included in the report or not.  
 
Apply to all: will apply the same set of properties to all 
columns. 

 
 
 

 
 
 

 

 

Filters  
If you want to show only certain kind of records in the 

report, attach a filter criteria. The filter specifies which 
records should be used for generating the report. By default 
all records in the table are used in the report. 

 



 
Click on the search button to launch the search wizard. 
Report data can also be grouped by a specific column using 
this wizard.  

 

SubTotal Expressions 
Click on the subtotal expression icon to launch the expression 
builder. You can build simple mathematical expressions out 
of calculated subtotals. A typical use would be to calculate 
the difference between debit and credit subtotals and print it 
as balance.
